AUDITIONS


Please note that for the Marimba Programme (MMus/PGDip Principal Study Solo Marimba) you can audition in a variety of ways: 
· most applicants for courses at the RCM audition in person in London

· It is sometimes possible to audition at one of the RCM's overseas auditioning centres, especially if you are able to bring your own instrument to the centre

· It may be possible to audition remotely by video conferencing if a suitably high-quality facility is available locally to you through which you can link to the RCM's video conferencing suite (you will need to make the necessary arrangements with your provider and pay any charges they may require)

If you would like to audition overseas or by video conferencing, please check with us first in each case, as this will depend on whether it can be arranged at any particular centre. If you audition by any of the methods above, you will be considered for a place and, if of sufficiently high standard, a scholarship.

If none of these methods is possible, you may submit a good quality DVD of your performances. In this case, you will be considered for a place only. 

Late entries will be considered, subject to spaces still being available.  For entry in 2009-10, candidates for this new Principal Study should apply via CUKAS (www.cukas.ac.uk), requesting "Percussion (Orchestral) & Timpani" as their Principal Study. Applications will be monitored to ensure candidates wishing to study on the Marimba Programme do not find themselves studying Orchestral Percussion and Timpani.
